hina on Friday dismissed
House  of

Representatives resolu-
tion condemning Beijing over
a suspected Chinese spy bal
loon shot down above US
‘Waters as “purely political
‘manipulation and hyping up."

“China is strongly dissatis-
fied with this and firmly oppos-
es it,” Foreign Ministry
spokesperson Mao Ning told
reporters at a daily briefing.

“The resolution by the U.S.
Congress was purely political
manipulation and hyping up,"
Mao said.

The resolution, which
passed unanimously on
Thursday, condemned China
for a “brazen violation” of U.S.
Sovereignty and efforts to
“deceive the international com-
munity through false claims
about its intelligence collection
campaigns”

Republicans have criticized
the Biden administration for
not acting sooner to shoot
down the balloon, but both
parties’ lawmakers came
together on the vote, 419-0.

China insists the object
was a civilian weather balloon
that had been blown off course,
but has not said whom it
belonged to or offered other
details.

Meanwhile, China’s
Defense Ministry said it refused
a call from U.S. Defense
Secretary Lloyd Austin follow-
ing the downing of the balloon
because the U.S. Had “not cre-
ated the proper atmosphere” for
dialogue and exchange.

The US. Action “seriously
violated international norms
and set a pernicious precedent,”
ministry spokesperson Tan
Kefei said in a statement issued
late Thursday.

“Given that this irrespon-
sible and seriously wrong

approach by the U.S. Did not
create the proper atmosphere
for dialogue and exchanges
between the two militaries,
China did not accept the U.S.
Proposal for a phone call
between the two defense min-
isters,” Tan said.

China, Tan added,
“reserves the right to use nec-
essary means to deal with sim-
ilar situations.”

After initially expressing
“regret” over the incident,
China’s rhetoric has hardened
in recent days as the FBI gath-
ers debris from the site of the
downing in U.S. Territorial
waters off the coast of South
Carolina and sends it to the
FBIs lab in Quantico, Virginia,
for investigation.

Beijing said the U.S. “over-
reacted” by shooting it down
The Foreign Ministry has
labeled the action “irresponsi-
ble” and calls U.S. Claims that
it was spying “part of the U.S.

Austin had sought on
Saturday to discuss the balloon
issue with his Chinese coun-
rcl‘ﬁart Wei Fenghe, but was
sed, the Pentagon said.

In the wake of the incident,
Secretary of State Antony
Blinken canceled a planned trip
to Beijing this week that some
had hoped would help stabilize
bilateral relations, which have
tumbled to their lowest level in

decades over trade, human
rights, China’s threats against
Taiwan and the Chinese mili-
tary’s increasing assertiveness
in the South China Sea.

The U.S. Has flatly contra-
dicted Chinas version of events,
saying that imagery of the bal-
loon collected by American U-
2 spy planes as it crossed the
country showed that it was
“capable of conducting signals
intelligence collection” with
multiple antennas and other
equipment designed to upload
sensitive information and solar
panels to power them.

The U.S. Says the balloon
was part of a huge aerial sur-
veillance program that target-
ed more than 40 countries
under the direction of the
People’s Liberation Army.
Similar balloons have sailed
over five continents, according
to the administration.

A State Department official
said the U.S. Has confiden
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that the manufacturer of the
balloon has “a direct relation-
ship with China’s military and
is an approved vendor” of the
army. The official cited an offi-
cial PLA procurement portal as
evidence.

Publicly available records
show several Chinese compa-
nies have been developing bal-
loons for military use, with
some openly touting their con-
nections with the PLA, adver-
tising airships bristling with
surveillance and communica-
tions gear.

Such high-tech balloons
are often far larger than the hot
air balloons used for recre-
ational purposes. The one shot
down by the US. Was 60
meters (200 feet) tall.

State-owned defense con-
tractor China Electronics
Technology Group boasted in

Biden, Lula to put
focus on democracy,

hen President Joe Biden

and Brazilian President
Luiz Inacio Lula da Silva meet
in Washington on Friday, the
leaders will share some aware-
ness of what it’s like to walk in
one another’s shoes.

Biden, a centrist Democrat,
defeated incumbent Donald
Tramp in a fraught race, secur-
ing victory with thin margins
in several battleground states.

In Brazil’s tightest election
since its return to democracy
over three decades ago, Lula,
the leftist leader of the Workers’
Party, squeaked out a win
against right-wing incumbent
Jair Bolsonaro, who carned
the nickname “Trump of the
‘Iropics” and was an outspoken
admirer of the former US pres-
ident.

Both  Trump  and
Bolsonaro sowed doubts about
the vote, without ever present-
ing evidence, but their claims
nevertheless resonated with
their most die-hard supporters.

In the US Capitol, Tramp
supporters staged the January
6, 2021, insurrection seeking to
prevent Bider’s win from being
certified. Last month, thou-
sands of rioters stormed the

Brazilian capital aiming to oust
vly-inaugurated Lula.

Friday’s Oval Office talks,
just over a month after Lula’s
swearing-in and the failed
attempt to topple his presi-
dency, are meant to spotlight
that Brazil's democracy remains
resilient and that relations
between the Americas’ two
biggest democracies are back
on track.

“Lula, he has everything on
the table right now to be a
democratic champion, given
what happened in Brazil over
the past month and a half?’ said
Thiago de Aragao, a senior
associate of the Americas pro-
gram at the Centre for Strategic
and International Studies.

“So, having seen Biden in
a similar situation during
January 6th, this is something
that they can together focus
on? The leaders are expected to
discuss efforts to safeguard
democracy, Russia’s invasion of
Ukraine, insecurity in Haiti,
migration and climate change,
including efforts to stem defor-
estation of the Amazon,
according to a senior Biden
administration official who
briefed reporters about the
meeting on the condition of
anonymity.

Pence subpoenaed by special
counsel probing Trump

Fo[mer Vice President Mike
Pence has been subpoe-
naed by the special counsel
overseeing investigations into
efforts by former President
Donald Trump and his allies to
overturn the results of the
2020 election, according to a
person w1th direct knowledge
of the even

The subpoena to Pence as
part of the investigation by spe-
cial counsel Jack Smith was
served in recent days, accord-
ing to the person, who spoke to
The Associated Press on con-

dition of anonymity Thursday
to discuss a sensitive issue.

The extraordinary scenario
of a former vice president
potentially testifying against
his former boss in a criminal
investigation comes as Pence
considers launching a 2024
Republican presidential bid
against Trump.

The two have been
estranged since a mob of
Trump’s supporters stormed
the US Capitol building on
January 6, 2021, in an attempt
to stop Democrat Joe Bider's
victory. The subpoena is an
aggressive step from a prose-
cutor who for years led the
Justice Department’s public
corruption section and who
oversaw indictments against
major political figures.

The move sets the stage for
a likely executive privilege
fight, given Pence’s close prox-
imity to Trump for four years
as major decisions were being
contemplated and planned.

ASEAN “will have to pro-
mote, suggest new mechanisms
to make sure that these atroc-
ities committed, perpetrated
against their own people must
end,” Anwar said.

he threat posed by Islamic
ate extremists remains
high and has increased in and
around conflict zones, and the
group’s expansion is "particu-
Tarly worrying" in Africa’s cen-
tre, south and Sahel regions, the
U.N. Counter-terrorism chief
said Thursday.
Undersecretary-General
Vladimir Voronkov told the
UN Security Council that the

group, also known by its Arabic
acronym Daesh, continues to
use the Internet, social media,
video games and gaming plat-
forms "to extend the reach of its
propaganda to radicalize and
recruit new supporters.
"Daesh’s use of new and
emerging technologies also
remains a key concern," he said,
pointing to its continuing use
of drones for surveillance and
reconnaissance as well as "vir-
tual assets" to raise money.

Voronkov said the high
level of threat posed by the
Islamic State and its affiliates,
including their sustained
expansion in parts of Africa,
underscores the need for mul-
tifaceted amechce torespond
- not just focused on security
but on preventive measures
including preventing conflicts.
The Islamic State declared
a self-styled caliphate in a large
swath of territory in Syria and
Iraq that it seized in 2014.
